The Organization may offer or promote online programming (such as webinars, remote
conferences, workshops, and online fraining) which have different foreseeable and
unforeseeable risks than in-person programming;

The Organization has a difficult fask to ensure safety and it is not infallible. The Organization
may be unaware of the Individual’s fitness or abilities, may give incomplete warnings or
instructions, may misjudge weather or environmental conditions, and the equipment being
used might malfunction; and

The novel coronavirus, COVID-19, has been declared a worldwide pandemic by the World
Health Organization and COVID-19 is extremely contagious. The Organization has put in
place preventative measures to reduce the spread of COVID-19; however, the
Organization cannot guarantee that the Individual will not become infected with COVID-
19. Further, attending the Activities could increase your risk of contracting COVID-19.
